Canada, 
Australia, and Great Britain celebrate “Remembrance Day” 
and often wear red poppy flowers to honor veterans on and 
around November 11th.

Vernon City Council unanimously approved the 
appointment of Dr. Tyler Evans, M.D., MS, MPH, AAHIVS, 
DTM&H, FIDSA of Wellness and Equity Alliance (WEA) 
as the official Health Officer for the City of Vernon on 
November 1, 2022. 

The City plans to explore the feasibility of offering 
a wider breadth of health services for its residents, 
businesses, and neighboring communities. As a first 
step, the City engaged WEA to provide both health 
officer services and to conduct a comprehensive 
community health needs assessment.

“This partnership helps to meet my vision to improve the 
efficiency and delivery of health services throughout 
the City of Vernon...that will improve the quality of 
life for area residents,” said City Administrator Carlos 
Fandino.  

Dr. Evans and the team at WEA will provide 
recommendations, monitoring, and evaluations of 
City programs that may improve the efficiency and 
delivery of health services throughout Vernon and 
its neighboring communities. Read more at www.

Like many communities, we face challenges related to 
neglect, homelessness, and vandalism. To combat these 
issues, the City is engaged with projects to beautify pub-
lic spaces by refreshing landscaping on street islands and 
planting trees, and is consistently working to clean areas 
that are targeted by vandals and persons experiencing 
homelessness. These efforts are a priority to ensure that 
Vernon remains a clean, safe, and welcoming place to 
live and work. 

By executing organized clean-ups and coordinating land-
scaping, the City looks to deter blight. Since September 
2021, the City has led efforts to address over 40 unkept 
railroad rights-of-way and numerous homeless encamp-
ments. We work closely with property owners, railroad 
operators, and partner agencies to promote cleanliness 
and safety.
