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Alameda EV Charging Station
As part of the State’s Advanced Clean Cars II regulations, all 
new passenger cars, trucks, and SUVs sold in California will be 
zero-emission vehicles by 2035. In order for Electric Vehicles 
(EVs) to be a practical choice for Southeast Los Angeles (SELA) 
communities, EV charging infrastructure must be convenient 
and accessible. The City is investing in this effort and has opened 
another EV charging station in SELA on the corner of Alameda 
and 25th Street (pictured below), expanding public charging 
options for drivers. Vernon’s second charging site is locted on 
Soto and Bandini. The City also offers EV incentives for residents!

Vernon Police Department (VPD) is committed to protect and serve 
the Vernon community and seeks out innovative ways to increase 
safety and strengthen connections with the public. VPD’s E-Bike 
Team (member pictured left) will be deployed on a regular basis 
to patrol areas inaccessible to police cars and to increase contact 
with the people of Vernon, further developing trusting relationships 
within the City. The Vernon PD E-Bike Team assists with regular patrol, 
traffic enforcement, parking control, and addresses city-wide “hot 
spots” - areas known for graffiti and illegal dumping. The E-Bike Team 
is vigilant and has been known to log around 30 miles in a day’s 
work.
